Firefighters report to the Chief 
and his/her commanding officers.

• Reside within the applicable industry standards (15 miles maximum).

• No felony convictions or disqualifying criminal histories

• U.S. Citizen

• Be able to read and write the English language.

All applicants will submit to a background investigation, to be completed by the PFC. 

Port Edwards Volunteer Fire Department applicants will have to successfully complete an 
occupational health screening physical and drug screening, at the Village’s expense. Failure to 
complete any of these tests or failure of any test will be grounds for rejection of the application.
