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A Special Board meeting was held on September 25, 2017 at the Edwards Alexander Shelter.  The meeting was called to order at 6:01 p.m. by Clerk Tremmel.
Present:  Trustees Bingham, Grunden, Martinson and Mitchell, N. Abts (Village Attorney), S. Harrington (Interim Village Administrator), D. Tremmel (Village Clerk).
Absent:  President Zurfluh (excused), Trustee Duncan (excused) and Trustee Saylor (excused).
Citizens:   Melissa Sigler, John Cronkrite, Tom Trzinski (Lampert-Lee & Assoc), Greg Jewell (Jewell Assoc), DaMenga Weaver (DMI) and Leo Thomasgard.
Motion (Bingham/Grunden) to appoint Trustee Martinson as Chair of the board meeting in the absence of President Zurfluh.  Motion carried.  All ayes.

Citizens Comments:  Leo Thomasgard questioned why the action being taken now could not have taken place in previous years.  DaMenga Weaver of DMI explained that they ran into many hurdles, including those with the Historical Society and with the demolition contractor as explained at the September 18, 2017 special board meeting.
MOTION (Martinson/Bingham) to approve First Amendment to Development Agreement with DMI Acquisitions, LLC, concerning property at 100 Wisconsin River Drive.  Motion carried. All ayes.
MOTION (Martinson/Grunden) to approve certified survey map creating four lots on property generally located at 100 Wisconsin River Drive.
AMENDED MOTION (Martinson/Grunden) to approve the certified survey map submitted by DMI Acquisitions, LLC, subject to the following:

1) The certified survey map shall create a maximum of three development lots and one outlot on the south side of Edwards Avenue;

2) A variance to Sec. 19.07(5) of the Village Code is granted to waive the requirement to complete Edwards Avenue to the west at this time;

3) A variance to Sec. 19.08(2)(a) of the Village Code is granted to waive the requirement to include a buffer strip along the CN railroad;

4) The Plan Commission finds that all of the facts and conditions listed in Sec. 19.08(5)(a) of the Village Code exist for both requested variances as demonstrated in the staff report provided to the Commission on September 21, 2017;

5) The final certified survey map shall be reviewed and approved by the Village’s consulting engineer prior to recording; and

6) The certified survey map shall be recorded simultaneously with the declaration of covenants as also recommended by the Plan Commission.
Motion carried.  All ayes.

MOTION (Martinson/Grunden) to approve declaration of covenants, conditions and restrictions for property generally located at 100 Wisconsin River Drive, subject to the following:

1) A deed restriction be recorded simultaneously with the covenants, conditions and restrictions that grants the Village the right to assess special charges or a special assessment against all owners on the DMI site in the event the property owners association is not adequately fulfilling its responsibilities;

2) The final text of the covenants, conditions and restrictions and deed restriction shall be subject to the review and approval of the Village Attorney prior to recording; and

3) The covenants, conditions and restrictions and deed restriction be recorded prior to the sale of any portion of the DMI property.

Motion carried.  All ayes.
Motion (Mitchell/Bingham) to adjourn at 6:28 p.m.  Motion carried.  All ayes.
